If the cooker hood is left unattended for a long time, a large amount of oil will accumulate and become
hardened grease, which is difficult to remove.

Always clean the oil tray, around the cooker hood and the rectifier panel in a timely manner in case of any
oil staining (cleaning frequency: about once a month).

Precautions for Maintenance

» Before cleaning the cooker hood, be sure to disconnect the power plug from the socket,
or turn off the breaker.

* For safety, always wear a pair of rubber gloves while cleaning the fan guard and other
parts.

* Especially, take care to ensure that no water is splashed on electric parts
such as the motor, switches, connectors or the like. Do not spray any type
of detergent to the electric parts. Otherwise, it may cause machine failure.

* Do not apply solvents such as thinner, benzene, polishing powder or the like for cleaning painted surfaces,
oil panel and others, since it will tarnish or scratch them.

* Do not wash parts with a hard brush or the like for cleaning, otherwise, parts will be damaged.
